2) 6-8 pages of creative work (poetry and/or prose only) in Arabic (different than the sample provided in English).

· Statement of Purpose in English:

A statement of purpose (250 words maximum, in English) describing why creative writing is important to the applicant and his/her life, and what he/she hopes to learn at the Between the Lines program. 

· 2-5 pages of creative work (poetry and/or prose ONLY) , in either language (Arabic or English), in response to one (1) of the following writing prompts:

1) During breakfast you are startled by a heavy knock at the door. It is someone who demands something from you. Who is it, what does he/she need, and what happens next? Write a short story or poem. 

2) Write a short story or poem that contains three (3) of the following objects and one (1) place: Objects: old bicycle, uncomfortable couch, leaking canoe, sleeping puppy, love note, truth serum; Places: cruise ship, forest with a lake, empty street at dawn, deserted dance club.

Remark: All writing samples must be sent in 12-point font and have one-inch margins all around)

· Late applications will not be considered. Applications can only be submitted by post, or in person as explained below. Applications sent electronically will not be considered. 

· Postal Submission: If you would like to submit your application by mail please send by some type of courier service that is dependable and requires signature upon delivery. Write your full name and list the program name on the envelope. 

· Hand Delivered Submission: Hand delivered applications will be accepted at the U.S. Embassy in Cairo. Applications must be HAND-delivered in OPEN envelopes to the Checkpoint guard at the North Gate of the U.S. Embassy (8, Kamal El Din Salah Street, Garden City), Sunday through Thursday between 11:00 a.m. and 2:00 p.m. (work days only*).
